Act on the move to create the miracles
（王下2Kings 5）
· （創Genesis 3:4）感覺來自於撒旦欺騙的法術，感動來自於聖靈。創世記第三章中，蛇對女人說，不一定死，這就是感覺。感覺就是不一定的意思，所以說感覺不一定是事實。事實也不一定合真理，就算是真理，還需要帶出真相。蛇還騙夏娃說，吃的日子眼睛就明亮，能如神分辨善惡。Feeling comes from the trickery of deception by Satan. Being moved comes from the Holy Spirit. In Genesis chapter three, the serpent said to the woman that she would not surely die. This is feeling. Feeling means “not surely.”  That is why it is said feeling may not be the reality. Reality may not be consistent with the truth. Even if it is truth, you still need to bring out the real picture.  The serpent also deceived Eve and said that her eyes would be opened and she would belike God knowing good and evil in the day she ate from it.
· 撒旦會欺騙你，叫你感覺很好，但其實一點都不好。蛇便是將這個感覺放在夏娃身上，叫亞當大受虧損。亞當的職責本應管理看守，當蛇與夏娃說話的時候，亞當也在場，他應該要管理看守，把蛇趕掉。作為一個丈夫，要首先學習管理你自己、管理你的感覺進入感動、管理你的妻子、管理你的家。Satan will deceive you and make you feel good. But in fact there is nothing good. The serpent put this feeling in Eve so as to make Adam suffer great loss. Adam’s duty originally was to rule and take care. When the serpent spoke to Eve, Adam was there. He should have ruled and took care of it and driven the serpent out.  As a husband, you must first learn to rule over yourself and to rule your feeling to become being moved and to rule your wife and your home.
· 我們的一生，感覺大概占百分之九十，感動只有百分之十。而這百分之九十的感覺，就是人生中失敗的原因。所以能夠走出感覺，進入感動是多麼重要。In our life, feeling takes up about ninety percent and being moved only ten percent.  The ninety percent of the time in feeling is the reason for the failure in life.  So it is so important to walk out of feeling and be moved. 
· 肯被神來磨練，操練把感覺以及感動分別出來，進入感動。肯被磨練，有忠心，才能夠像以利沙般，能夠求雙倍的聖靈。肯被磨練，是敬拜的窄門。神以四十年磨練摩西，看到荊棘的異象降下來，神的話臨到他，要他帶神的百姓離開埃及。摩西一生的磨練，都是為了這神交給他的大事。Be willing to be refined by God and train to separate between feeling and being moved and be moved.  By being willing to be refined and being faithful you can then be like Elisha and can ask for a double portion of the Holy Spirit. The willingness to be refined is the narrow gate of worship. God used forty years to refine Moses until he saw the vision of the bush and the word of God came to him to have him lead the people of God out of Egypt. The training of Moses’ life was for God to entrust him with great things. 
· 肯被磨練，小事上有忠心，才能夠進入神的大作為。從每天走出去傳福音，傳講耶穌開始。細麻衣就是我們的行為，被磨練起來，才能夠有細麻衣。我們一定要肯被磨練。越磨練，越微笑；越磨練，越喜樂、越讚美。Be willing to be molded and be faithful in little things in order to enter God’s great works. Begin by going out to share the gospel and proclaim Christ.  The fine linen is our acts. One must be molded in order to have fine linen. We must be molded and trained: more training more smile; more training more joy and praise.
從感覺以及感動來看列王記下第五章：Looking at the fifth chapter of 2Kings from the point of views of feeling and being moved
· （王下2Kings 5:3）感動－這是一個以色列小女子的感動，絕不要小看一個小兄弟的感動。Being moved: this is a little Jewish girl being moved. Do not belittle the move of a little brother
· （王下2Kings 5:7）感覺－以色列王的感覺。雖他是一個王，卻沒有神來的感動，所憑的是感覺，非常可惜。Feeling: the feeling of the king of Israel. Although he was a king, he did not have the move from God and went by his feeling. What a pity.
· （王下2Kings 5:8）感動－神人以利沙的感動。Being moved: the man of God Elisha moved 
· （王下2Kings 5:10）感動－神人以利沙的感動。Being moved: the man of God Elisha moved
· （王下2Kings 5:11-12）感覺－乃曼的感覺。這感覺是帶著血氣的，是生氣的。Feeling: Naaman’s feeling. This feeling is from the flesh and is angry.
· （王下2Kings 5:13）感動－乃曼的僕人的感動。有時候也要聽聽下面的人的感動。Being moved: the servant of Naaman was moved.  Sometimes you have to listen to the move of the underlying.
· （王下2Kings 5:14）感動－感動去行就必有神蹟。Being moved: act on the move will bring miracles.
· （王下2Kings 5:15）感動－乃曼的感動。乃曼一定執意要送以利沙東西，那是乃曼的感動。Being moved: Naaman being moved. Naaman insisted on giving gifts to Elisha. This was Naaman being moved.
· （王下2Kngs 5:16）感動－以利沙的感動。以利沙絕對不收乃曼送的東西，這也是感動。Being moved: Elisha moved. Elisha absolutely would not receive things from Naaman. This is also being moved.
· （王下2Kings 5:17-18）感動－乃曼的感動。Being moved: Naaman being moved.
· （王下2Kings 5:20）感覺－以利沙的僕人基哈西的感覺。基哈西活在感覺，乃曼的大痲瘋，就跑到他那裡去了。感覺多麼可怕。Feeling: the feeling of Gehazi, the servant of Elisha. Gehazi lived in feeling and the leprosy of Naaman came upon him. How dreadful is feeling.
· 感動去行就必創造神蹟：Act on the move will create miracles
· 經過舉手敬拜三天，由神來決定。感覺在先，感動在後。舉手敬拜中把感覺以及感動分別出來，按著感動去行，就進入神蹟。Through lifting of hands in worship for three days to let God decide. Feeling comes first and the move second. Separate feeling from being moved through lifting of hands in worship. Act on the move to enter the miracles. 
· 感覺去行就會生氣、會失敗： Acting on feeling will lead to anger and failure
· 一個人按著感覺，會叫另一個人的感覺開始生氣。但一個人的感動，會激動身旁的人的感動。A person walking by feeling will make another person angry in feeling. But a person who is moved will stir and touch those around him.
耶穌把命令，放在開拓教會的使徒身上： Jesus put the command on the apostles who found the church
· （約John 20:19）門徒害怕猶太人，把門關了。這是感覺。因為耶穌說，不要怕！他們卻害怕。The disciples were afraid of Jews and locked the doors. This is feeling. Because Jesus said not be afraid and yet they were afraid.
· （約John 20:19）但耶穌來站在他們當中，這是復活的靈，那是榮耀的身體，不受任何時間空間的限制。But Jesus stood among them. This is the spirit of resurrection and glorious body that is not bound by space and time.
· 耶穌給了門徒（創立教會的門徒）五個權柄：Jesus gave the disciples (disciples that establish church) five authorities:
1. 給你平安。To give peace
2. 差派你做事。Send you to carry out mission
3. 向你吹一口氣，受聖靈。Breathe on you to receive the Spirit
4. 赦免誰的罪，誰的罪就赦免了。Whomever they forgive will be forgiven 
5. 留下誰的罪，誰的罪就留下了。Whomever they do not forgive will not be forgiven
· 這權柄如何得著：捨己、背起十字架、跟隨耶穌。How receive these authorities: deny self, take up the cross, and follow Jesus
· （羅Romans 10:14）有神的話的差遣才能傳道，有傳道才能聽道，聽道才能夠信道，信道才能夠行道。敬拜禱告到有聽到，神的話下來，才去做，這就是靈恩教會。Can only preach when sent by the Word of God. Can hear message only when someone preaches. Faith in the word comes from hearing the message. Can act on the word when believe in the word. Worship and pray until hearing and the word of God comes before acting on it. This is the spiritual church.
