（林後2Corinthians 3:3）
· （林後2Corinthians 3:7-9）神給我們的職份非常重要，千萬不要輕看了神給你的職份。有定罪的職份，也有稱義的職份。我們不要成為定罪的職份，要成為那稱義的職份。要身體健康，大有榮光，都需要有這職份。神給你的職份是極其高貴的，關乎你的細麻衣。明白職份的奧秘，便會勇往直前，沒有懼怕。The ministry God has given us is very important. You must not despise this ministry. There is a ministry of condemnation and also a ministry of the justified or righteousness.  We must not become the ministry of condemnation but of the righteousness. To have a healthy body and a surpassing glory, we all need this ministry. The ministry God has given you is extremely honorable and has to do with your fine linen. If you understand the mysteries of this ministry, you will boldly move ahead without any fear.
· （太Matthew 17:1-3）耶穌把摩西以及以利亞叫出來，作祂釘十字架的見證人。然後耶穌就勇敢的，一點都不煩惱的，走上十字架。這就是職份。Jesus called Moses and Elijah out to be witnesses of his crucifixion. Then Jesus courageously and without any worry went on the cross. This is ministry.
1. 忠心 faithfulness
2. 有見識 wise

· 忠心才有見識，有見識還要成為僕人。一定要記得，我們只是神忠心有見識的僕人，絕對不是要做老大。忠心有見識，神才給你權柄管理一切。有忠心、有見識、又作僕人，神才給你稱義的職份。In order to have wisdom, one must be faithful. Even after wisdom, one must still become a servant. Remember, we are only the faithful and wise servants of God and not the boss.  When you are faithful and wise, God will give you authority to rule over all. When you are faithful and wise and become a servant, God will then give you the ministry of the righteous.
· 耶穌給我們的榜樣，祂被賣的前一天，為門徒洗腳。祂有見識，又肯作僕人，這是耶穌要教導我們的。為門徒洗腳，因為腳往哪裡去，關乎我們人生。我們要往哪裡去，非常重要，只能去神要我們去的地方。要知道神要我們往哪裡去，一定要有忠心，有忠心神才給你見識，你才知道方向。Jesus gave us an example by washing the feet of his disciples on the day of his betrayal. He was wise and was also willing to be a servant. This is what Jesus taught us. The reason for washing the feet of the disciples is that our feet have to do with the direction of our lives. Where we go is very important. We can go only where God wants us to go.  To know where God wants us to go, we must be faithful. When we are faithful, God will give us wisdom and you will know the direction.

You must seek and find one sheep wandered away out of one hundred. Without finding it, you will never have one hundred, which means not complete. We need to have a ministry, which has to do with out splendor in the kingdom. 
· （約John 20:19）我們將來的被提，成為榮光的身體。耶穌復活後榮光的身體，在門戶緊閉的的地方，沒有攔阻的向門徒顯現。我們復活後的榮光身體，也是超越任何限制的。Our rapture becomes the body of splendor. The glorious body of resurrected Jesus appeared to disciples without any hindrance in a place where doors were locked. Our resurrected body of splendor is also beyond any boundary.
· （林後2Corinthians 3:3）我們的職份，不是用墨寫的，乃是用永生神的靈，寫在我們的心版上。我們的心被神來開廣，才能夠按照神的旨意，做神要我們做的事。心版上被神的靈寫上職份之後，才能夠在基督裡得信心。Our ministry is not written with ink but with the Spirit of living God on the tablet of our heart. When our hearts are broadened by God, we will be able to do according to the will of God. After the ministry is written on the tablet of the heart by the Spirit of God, we will have confidence in Christ.
· 我們每天的敬拜、傳福音，關乎神在我們的心版上寫字。若我們的心還沒有被神寫字，那麼我們的信心只是在感覺裡。心版上被神來寫字，才是從舊約到新約，那恆久不改變的信心。Our daily worship and sharing the gospel have to do with God writing on the of our hearts. If our hearts still have not been written by God, then our confidence is only in feeling. When the tablet of hearts is written by God, it is the unchanging faith from the Old to the New Testament.
· （箴Proverbs 3:3-4）絕不可讓愛神愛人的心離開我們，要繫在我們的頸項上，刻在我們的心版上。如此你才能夠在神、在人的面前蒙恩寵、有聰明。我們一生的果效，就從神在我們的心版上寫字發出。所以我們一定要保守我們的心，勝過保守一切。Do not let the heart of loving God and others depart from us. We need to bind it around our neck and write it in the tablet of our heart. Then you will win favor and a good name in the sight of God and man. The wellspring of life is from God writing on the tablet of our heart. So must guard our hearts above all else.
· （箴Proverbs 3:5）耶穌所講的道，都是為門徒講的。我們的心版上，要有神給我們刻字，寫在我們的心版上。我們的心被神開廣了，一切的問題都解決了。我們只有專心仰賴耶和華，耶和華就是我們的產業。先有耶和華做我們的產業，其他的一切產業不會流失。所以我們的心仰賴神何等重要，千萬不要倚賴自己的聰明。All the messages preached by Jesus were for the disciples. The tablet of our hearts must be written by God. When our hearts are broadened by God, all of problems are solved.  We only trust God with all of our heart for the Lord is our inheritance. When we first have the Lord as our inheritance, all other inheritances will not be lost. So it is so important that our heart trust in the Lord and do not rely on our own understanding. 
· （箴Proverbs 3:6）在我們一切所行的事上，要先認定神。求問神我們當如何行，這才是禱告。禱告絕對不同於報告，不是自己做了決定，報告求神來成就。In all our ways we must first acknowledge God. Asking God how we should proceed is the real prayer. Prayer is not to report: it is not to decide on your own and then ask God to fulfill it.
· （林後2Corinthians 3:5）每天敬拜到神的靈在我們的心版上寫字，我們就有信心了。絕不是我們自己能夠做什麼，乃是神把意念給我們，我們按著神的意思去做。我們只有愛主，神在我們的心版上寫字，我們才有職份。才能夠從稱義的職份，進入榮光的職份。Everyday worship until the Spirit of God writes on the tablet of our heart, we will have confidence. It definitely is not what we are competent in our ourselves but that we do according to the mind of God when God gives us thoughts. We only love the Lord and let God write on the tablet of our heart so that we have a ministry. Then we will be able to go from the ministry of the righteous into the ministry of the glory.
· 職份有長子的職份，但以掃不看重這職份，以至於得不著。謹守神給你的職份，從在小事上忠心開始，神才將大事交給你。There is the ministry of the firstborn but Esau despise it and so did not receive it.  Guard the ministry God has given you and be faithful with little things so that God will entrust you with great things.
· 約拿為什麼被定罪，就是因為看輕神給他的職份。我們要謹守神給我們的職份，把耶和華作為我們的產業、我們的盼望。沒有任何人是我們的倚靠，我們只有倚靠耶和華。神的話，就是我們的預言，就是我們的命令，我們才能夠打美好的仗。Why was Jonah condemned? Because he despised the ministry God gave him. We must keep the ministry that God has given us and make the Lord our inheritance and our hope. No one else is our trust. We only trust in the Lord. The word of God is our prophecy and our command so that we may fight the good fight.
