Let’s Not Have any Quarreling Between You and Me

（創Genesis13:8）
· （創Genesis 13:8）神對亞伯拉罕說，我豈有難成的事。今天神也告訴你，在祂沒有難成的事。我們要抓住神的應許以及神的話。每天在神面前舉手呼求，不需要與人爭，神幫助你，神要給你，你什麼都有。God said to Abraham, ”Is there anything too hard for the Lord?” God also lets us know today that, there is nothing too hard for Him. We need to hold on to God’s promise and His words. Worship and cry out before the Lord every day and not have any quarreling with others. If God helps you and gives you, you will have everything. 
· 不是爭贏的人得勝，因為神賜福給謙卑的人。所以遇見相爭的事，要學習謙卑，千萬不要認為先爭先贏。It’s not the winner of the quarrels who is the overcomer, for God gives grace to the humble. When you have any disagreement or dispute, you must learn to be humble and do not think that winning the fight means victory. 
· v（腓Philippians 2:1-2）所以在基督裡若有什麼勸勉、愛心有什麼安慰、聖靈有什麼交通、心中有什麼慈悲憐憫，你們就要意念相同、愛心相同、有一樣的心思、有一樣的意念，使我的喜樂可以滿足。Therefore if you have any encouragement from being united with Christ, if any comfort from His love, if any common sharing in the Spirit, if any tenderness and compassion, then make my joy complete by being like-minded, having the same love, being one in spirit and of one mind.
· 耶穌道成肉身來到地上，為我們背起十字架，謙卑順服至死，神將祂升為至高。 Jesus was the Word that became flesh and came to the world to carry the cross for us. He humbled himself by becoming obedient even to death. Therefore, God exalted Him to the highest place. 
· （創Genesis 13:10）亞伯拉罕不與他的姪子羅得相爭，他讓羅得先選。然後羅得向左、他就向右。羅得選的是自我的感覺，是約旦河的全平原如同伊甸園一般美好的地方，然後離開了亞伯拉罕。羅得不明白他的祝福是因著神祝福亞伯拉罕而來，也沒有因著相爭而認罪悔改。若羅得認罪悔改，不離開亞伯拉罕，才是蒙福之道。Abraham didn’t want to have any quarreling between him and Lots, so they parted company. If Lots go to the left, Abraham will go to the right; if Lots go to the right, he will go to the left. By his feeling, Lot chose the whole plain of the Jordan, like the garden of the Lord, and parted from Abraham. Lots didn’t understand his blessings came through God blessings to Abraham nor did he confess his sins to Abraham and repent during the quarrel. If Lots had confessed sins and repented and not parted from Abraham, he indeed would have been blessed in his way. 
· 反觀以利沙，從吉甲到伯特利，從伯特利到耶利哥，從耶利哥又過了約旦河，絕不離開以利亞。這就是以利沙的成功。過了約旦河，以利亞才問以利沙，你要我為你什麼，只管求我。以利沙唯一要的，就是感動以利亞的靈，加倍的感動他。因為他明白，有了恩膏，什麼都有了。若沒有恩膏，其他一切都是枉然。On the other hand, Elisha never left Elijah, from Gilgal to Bethel, from Bethel to Jericho, and from Jericho to crossing the Jordan. This is the key to Elisha’s success. When they had crossed, Elijah said to Elisha, “Tell me, what can I do for you before I am taken from you?” Elisha replied, “Let me inherit a double portion of your spirit.” Elisha understood that with the anointing we would have everything. But without the anointing, everything else will be in vain.

· 什麼是恩膏？恩膏就是在你需要的時候，神為你豐富的預備。你絕對不缺乏。 What is anointing? Anointing is when in times of need, we will NOT lack anything because God will prepare abundantly. 
· 房產沒有辦法解決你的問題、錢財沒有辦法解決你的問題、婚姻沒有辦法解決你的問題。羅得的失敗，就是憑著感覺去選，卻不懂得尊重人。不管你選對還是選錯，神說一個地方荒涼，那地就荒涼；神說那地豐潤那地就富足。亞伯拉罕懂得只要神給他的，所以讓羅得先選。Houses, money, and marriage cannot solve your problems. Lots failed because he decided by his feeling and didn’t respect others. No matter whether you choose right or wrong, if God says it will be desolate then it will be desolate. If God says that land is rich then it will be abundant. Abraham only wanted what God gave to him, so he let Lots choose first.

· 不懂得感謝的、不懂得敬拜的、只憑著感覺的羅得，雖然選了最上好的平原，卻經歷了所多瑪蛾摩拉的毀滅。而亞伯拉罕在羅得離開他以後，神向他說話，將凡他眼所見的一切，都賜給他。羅得以及亞伯拉罕的選擇的關鍵，不在選的好或者不好，乃是神的應許、神的祝福。Lots didn’t understand thanksgiving and worship. Therefore, even though he chose the best plain by his own feeling, he experienced the destruction of Sodom and Gomorrah. The Lord spoke to Abraham after Lot had parted from him and gave him all the land before his eyes. The key difference between Lots’ choice and Abraham’s is God’s promise and blessings, not whether they chose well or not.
· 以利沙懂得雙倍的恩膏的重要，他一切其他的都不求。神把你放的地方，就是最好的地方；神給你的方向，就是你祝福的方向。Elisha understood the importance of double portion of the anointing, and so he didn’t ask for anything else. Wherever God puts us, it is the best location.  The direction God gives you is the direction of blessing. 
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
