· Lament for the king of Tyre
a) Because Tyre had great navigational skills in the seas, many countries wanted to conduct trades with Tyre. It was tremendously blessed in many ways. And thus Tyre was very arrogant at the time.
b) God did not create the devil. God initially created the angels with beauty.  They were wonderful. But the archangel became arrogant because of his great beauty. Man disobeyed God and listened to the words of the serpent and sinned. The result of sin is to depart from your position. This is what happened to Tyre and also to the devil.
I. Sinning because of widespread trade:
a) When a person’s status and power increases to a high point, he forgets that he is merely a man. The lifespan of a person on the earth is only 100 years at the most. No matter how successful he may be, he will ultimately die. However, if you don’t act according to God’s law, there will be judgment after death because God is a just God.
b) When trading lead to injustice, there is sin. It’s similar to what has happened in Taiwan recently where the bread was found to contain flavor enhancing ingredients even though it was boasted to have “all natural ingredients.” Other examples include the war on vegetable oil due to genetic modifications of soy bean and incidences with chicken eggs. These all have happened due to the injustice in trade as people are only looking out for their own benefits and have sinned.
2. Your heart became proud because of your beauty:

Many times we make errors in our decisions. When we seek God’s guidance, we must remain humble and recognize that we are merely sinners that need God to change us. In Proverbs, it mentions that a person with a beautiful exterior but an arrogant heart thinking highly of himself is like a golden ring in the snout of pig. Those who are beautiful on the outside but is arrogant on the inside is a common sin of man. We must remain alert so that we do not end up like these people.
3. You corrupted your wisdom because of your splendor:
a) Salvation is by grace and by faith. Don’t try to take away glory from God. God gave the archangel splendor to cover the ark; however, he wanted to be the ark. He wanted to be like God. That is why the devil tempted Eve as the serpent and told her she could be like God.
b) The role of a worshiper is to worship God and not to place yourself as equality to God. When man wants to make himself the lord and refuses to let God make decisions, he too wants to be like God. When the Roman soldiers bowed down to Peter, Peter replied that he was merely a man and not God. Peter did not steal from God’s glory. 
c) We should not allow and cannot take glory away from God. The spirit of religion is to make man like God. God so loved the world and yet the world is so corrupt and has created so many religions and idols. We should read the Bible so that our faith in Christ will not be affected by the worldly erroneous concepts. Our daily Bible reading and prayer should not be viewed as homework but as to draw near to God to build a relationship with Him. Reading the Bible is like going on a date with God while prayer is to tell God the desires of our hearts. Our reading of Bible should be continual, not just when we have the time only but also when we do not have time or tired.
