Unspoken rules of life/unspoken rules of society: Every situation has its own set of rules. The romance that occurs in movies impacts us; however, it is vastly different from reality. Nowadays much of the food we eat has been genetically engineered and contains additives. Nevertheless, as long as it doesn’t harm people immediately, businesses are willing to overlook this until it is too late. Normally, people don’t feel affected health-wise by consuming these foods. For example: pesticides don’t kill the plants but they still contain bacteria. What advantages do these unspoken facts have? Let us gaze upon Jesus and his prayer.
1) Forgetting your environment:
a) What kind of prayer does a person make during his most hopeless time? For whom do they pray? When Jesus was crucified on the cross, he still prayed for his enemies and not for himself. The prayer of Jesus didn’t acknowledge his own personal suffering but acknowledged others. The prayer of man usually revolves around “me.” What else do I need? It always looks out for personal gains.
b) Many Christians refuse to pray during their time of weakness. They feel that since it didn’t change the environment, they become discouraged. The prayer of man may not change the environment, but it can change the environment of our hearts.
2) Developing a heart of forgiveness:
a) Jesus was intimate with the Father daily. In the midst of his intimacy with the Father and through his prayer, he developed a forgiving heart. Similarly, our prayers and reading of His word could be done as a chore or for the sake of truly knowing God. I pray because I am a small group leader? Do I pray because I have to or because I truly want to seek Him? Do I read the word because I am a preacher or because I hunger for His word?
b) A wrong attitude will cause your prayer and reading of His word to be powerless. No matter how tired or busy you are, you must come and have God in close fellowship because it’s through this close relationship that strength is drawn. When you are close to Him frequently, your prayers will be different. You will remember the calling God has for you and won’t think of yourself only. Lord Jesus is our best example. 
c) Deliverance and Death in one instant:
There were two robbers: one who chose salvation, which caused life to be released from sin and provides entry into heaven. The other robber remained stubborn and ultimately ended up in eternal death.
