Living life with a vision
(Acts 11:15-16) “As I began to speak, the Holy Spirit came on them as he had come on us at the beginning. Then I remembered what the Lord had said: ‘John baptized with water but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit.’

*Vision and goals in life: A dream of vision comes from God, but regular dream is from too much self thinking. The goals in our life usually are self-centered and not necessarily related to the kingdom of God. The vision given by God and His eternal plans are linked and as long as you hold on to the end, it will be fulfilled.
*God’s will and trust: As a Christian, if you do not have the vision from God, it is like a flash light without electricity or a wedding ceremony without the bride. God’s vision and revelation sometimes will be misused; therefore, one must take caution!! The vision from God is not someone’s own wish or idea; rather, it is God’s will and trust.
(1) Understand until completely clear:


(A) In the hearts of Peter and Jews they believed when what is holy is mixed with the unclean, it is not holy. But Jesus Christ wants us to break this old concept. The teaching of Jesus is: When what is holy is together with the impure, the impure becomes holy. Peter and Cornelius saw different visions, but the two visions were linked together. When God led them to meet each other, they fully understood that God does not look at the Gentiles as unclean and that salvation will also be given to them.

(B) When our prayer is in God’s plan, God will allow us to see the beautiful vision. What is the reason that Peter and Cornelius both can have the vision from God? Peter often prayed to draw close to God. Cornelius was devout and he often gave to the poor; therefore, God revealed vision to them both.
(2) Use faith to respond to God:

(A) When you draw close to God often, there will be a voice to tell you what to do. At that time we need to know to respond to God. Many Christians are moved by the Word of God but lack the actions to respond to God. This is rather a pity.

(B) A professional psychological counselor was often touched by God in his heart, but he often uses his own understanding and his professional knowledge to cover up that touch. The reason is that he cannot get over and forgive the mental suffering he endured as a kid to the point that even his professional knowledge was not able to solve his unforgiveness. One time through His reading of the Scriptures, God’s word shed light on him. In the end he was able to forgive the event that he couldn’t forgive and was released and forgave others. The Bible said that when your heart does not forgive other, it is like being put in the jail by the jailer. It is also yourself who suffers. Therefore, in the Bible God keeps on telling us to forgive others so that we would not have to endure the suffering from not forgiving.
(3) Effectiveness beyond imagination:

When you are moved by God and you respond and submit to God, the result is beyond imagination. When Ananias heard the voice of God, he immediately responded to receive Paul. Due to Ananias’s quick response to God and his submission, God’s works on Paul was fulfilled  so that Paul became an extremely important apostle of God.
