Galatians 5:1

*Freedom in restrictions: freedom is not to interfere with other’s freedom. Therefore, it is a restricted freedom. Today people abuse freedom in foods and medicines by substituting high quality substances with bad ones so that the consumption falls into great lack of freedom. (Romans 3:23): all men have sinned and fallen short of the glory of God; using hypocritical goodness to cover up sin.

* The peace in difficulties: there is no perfect country in the world. The word of God gives peace in the heart despite the turmoil in the environment.

(1) Receive the redemption of God:

Jehovah Shalom: God is peace. To receive God is to receive divine peace. Before they accept God, men are controlled by sin and their consciences are defiled. When the redemption enters the life, the word of God also begins to cleanse their thinking and changes lives.  The word of God makes us aware of sin and gives us power to depart from sin. 
(2) Broadly forgiving others in redemption:

The sins of the forefathers made hatred enter hearts of men: Cain killed his brother, Abel. Men created drones to kill. India made a third of its children population hungry in order to fulfill its power ambition in Asia…etc. The political gains made people unable to live at peace with each other. (Matthew 5:9): Blessed are the peacemakers, for they will be called sons of God. Frictions and hurt are unavoidable among men who are gathered together. When one is hurt by others, he should not just make superficial greetings. He should accept the transgressors and not the sin with the stature as son of God.

(3) Broadly forgiving oneself in redemption:

Man’s self centered viewpoints and will influence his direction in finding a spouse for he thinks he must find the right person at the right time. Yet, the world and personal values determine their decisions. Christ set us free so that man will be turned from the worldly conditions in choosing a spouse to leading by the word of God and has a healthy and natural relationship among the brothers and sisters.
