Facing Difficulties From Your Heart

2 Timothy 1:6-7

· Be pro-actively trying out any usually things in our lives or face the trial with optimism: For the Spirit God gave us does not make us timid, but gives us power, love and self-discipline. It is God saw our trustworthiness thus He put tribulation in our lives. Thus, we have to be bold to face the tribulations. There are many disasters in this world, which the Bible tells us they are merely the beginning of it; Jesus is coming soon. Disasters are not God’s punishments for mankind but it is man’s greed/lust that causes the disasters. 

· God gives us a bold heart, but to love is a gift from God: The motives behind any works of any countries or men are for their own benefits. Contrary, to the evangelists they see the souls are more valuable than the gains from the world. They gave up their abundant lives back in their own countries and traveled afar to foreign countries to evangelize for they have bold hearts from God. It seems to be like a fool in man’s eyes and look like religious maniac, but they were able to do so for they have the God’s commission in their lives. Paul had encouraged Timothy to be bold and do not compromise to the world, just as Jesus had not compromised when He was suffering on the Cross.

1. Boldly trying to do the difficult work ( A heart is not week nor compromising)

a. Many people tend to give in or compromise when they are facing challenges. Likewise, believers tend to prioritize daily devotion and prayer the last and spend times on watching TV, playing cell phone and meeting friends as their top priority. In such as way, how could the Spirit of God dwell in us? Apart from the Holy Spirit, there is another kind of spirit, which is the evil spirit. The evil sprit is neither able to create nor destroy but it is able to disguise. It is able to disguise as an angel of light to deceit those believers who don’t pray, read the Bible and come to church.

b. There are 2 important reasons why Jesus was nailed on the Cross. Pilate symbolizes the world, Caiaphas the High Priest symbolizes the religion. Both of them asked Jesus whether He is the Son of God. Jesus replied, yes. When Jesus answered “yes”, He segregated himself from the world and the religion. The world sees us, who has true direction from God as though we are crazy for in their naked eyes, they don’t see any benefits that they can reap. 

2. A heart that loves God and man

a. Jesus came from the Heaven to earth and from the earth He ascended to Heaven, this demonstrated that this is a God-oriented religion not man-oriented religion. Christ had showed us the correct way to love God. Once we know the correct way to love God, then we are able to love one another. One on one is the first step we can learn to love God and to love one another.

3. A heart that doesn’t leave its position

a. To have a heart of self discipline means to have a heart that doesn’t leave its position. Will a believer serve the Lord and slowly ended up puffing up himself and walk in front of God that leads to sinning? We have to hold on to the position that God gave us. After accepting Chris, reading the Bible, praying and going to church is our basic responsibilities. It is consider sinning against God when God entrusted you and want to use you but you have avoided God. We are easily sinned against God when there is no God in our hearts and being deceived by Satan at the same time due to our lust and sinful desires. 

Being filled with the Holy Spirit is being filled with truth. Often time, we are touched during worship and prayer that is the forthcoming of being filled with the Holy Spirit. In order to sustain being filled with Holy Spirit not merely touched by the Holy Spirit during worship and prayer, we have to be edified in the truth of God and have the Holy Spirit fills us in all times.
